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NEW FILTER IS TOUGH ON DIRT, EASY ON BUDGET

ROBERTSDALE, ALA -- They don’t call it “Brutus” just because it’s a catchy name. The new Brutus pleated filter by Quality Filters, Inc. has the brute strength of a bulldog, making it one of the most durable air filters on the market.


Brutus is set for a September 2009 launch, according to Quality Filters, Inc. President Rich Scott. The developers of Brutus were challenged by the cheaper wireless filters that have hit the air filter market in the past year, and set out to build a filter that could compete on price.  By reaching out to vendors through a unique innovation process, what they came up with is a filter that not only competes on price, but outperforms in all the important aspects of a filter: airflow resistance, blowout strength and service life. 


 “We’ve seen a lot of our competitors introduce cheaper filters this year to accommodate decreasing budgets and cost-reduction measures,” Scott said. “But what often happens when you purchase a cheaper filter is that you pay for it with performance. Your energy savings decrease, and the filter can’t hold up under pressure.  Our customers have come to expect more from us, so we knew our offering had to exceed the competition.”


Brutus, according to Scott, is a less expensive filter that still guarantees high performance. It’s a MERV 7 pleated filter that is perfect in situations where a MERV 8 is not necessary.


“The frame for Brutus is soaked through with a moisture resistant additive and is even thicker than the typical pleated filter frame,” Scott said. “The low pressure drop media is wire backed in order to prevent collapse or blowout.”

While the emphasis was on producing a less-expensive filter, Scott said Quality Filters, Inc. developers went the extra mile to ensure that the Brutus would last long and provide energy savings so consumers would not pay a penalty for the low price.

“The Brutus is a great service pleat and a great pre-filter,” Scott said. “Or it’s a way for consumers to upgrade from a fiberglass filter. Whatever the application, Brutus is stronger, cheaper, and will not compromise energy costs. We’re excited about introducing Brutus into the market.”
