Beat the Economy to the Punch
· You can save energy and money with one simple step.
Unemployment is at the highest level since 2001. Foreclosures are 25% higher than this time last year. Pointing out that the HVAC industry is feeling the crunch of tough economic times is like asking if anyone sees the elephant in the room. For contractors and building managers that means cutting costs is a priority – and by focusing on air filter selection, that’s not out of reach.
“Many contractors and building managers don’t even think of air filters when they try to cut costs,” says Rich Scott, president of Quality Filters and Certified Air Filter Specialist (CAFS). “But since over half of the energy used in homes and buildings come from HVAC systems – and a large portion of that comes from filter operation – it’s should be one of the first places they can improve costs.”

So what should you look for when you choose filters?  Scott explains that there are three things that are important in judging a “good buy”:
1. Purchase Price –This sometimes appears to be a good way to comparison-shop. But it can be a deception that causes you to spend more in the long run in energy and maintenance.
2. Maintenance Costs – Comparing warranties, reliability, and repair costs is the smartest way to evaluate this component. Ask your supplier or manufacturer exactly what’s covered in warranties, since they can be very different – and confusing.

3. Operating Costs – This usually means “ongoing” costs of using the item, such as energy consumption. In terms of air filters, that can be five times more than the purchase price of the filter. A filter with lower pressure drop, however, can drastically reduce the energy that’s need to offer the same – or higher – quality if air. 
“It’s especially important to focus on the energy aspect,” Scott continues. “The Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Green Building Council are making energy conservation a priority, and since the energy used by HVAC systems results in more than $25 billion a year in costs to end users, this industry is definitely a target for improvement.”

In fact, selecting the proper air filters with low pressure drop could save end users $1billion a year.* That’s nothing to sneeze at.
